Within the framework of the Cooperation Concept between specialist advisory centres and the police for the protection of victims/witnesses of trafficking in human beings (Encl. 1), it has been agreed to allow victims/witnesses - during their stay in Germany until the proceedings - access to the labour market so that they can gain personal stability.

Within the framework of the Cooperation Concept, the specialist advisory centres, the police stations and the agencies of the Federal Labour Office are required to cooperate in the admission to the labour market. The introduction into employments and the work permit will be initiated by the specialist advisory centres.

Within the framework of the Cooperation Concept, the three organizations involved have appointed contact persons whose address, phone and fax number are given in the lists enclosed (Encls. 2 to 4).

I request to inform the agencies proposed for the cooperation that granting of the work permit within the scope of the implementation of the Cooperation Concept can take place pursuant to section 1 para. 2 No. 1 of the Work Permit Ordinance.
